· The Board of Education has agreed to a re-vote on June 15th.
· What exactly are we voting on?  By New York State law, the Board of Education has three choices when deciding what budget will be put up for a re-vote.  These choices are:

· Proposed 2010/2011 budget of $98,275,256  -see PTA Budget Summary        www.gardencitypta.org/committee_info/budget
· $98,275,256 with re-allocations   

· Something less than $98,275,256 therefore more reductions

If the June 15th re-vote DOES NOT PASS:

· New York State Law requires that Garden City go straight to a contingent budget (no more chances) 

· New York State Law requires that the Board of Ed cut $2.6 million cut from the $98,275,256 budget (based on a mandated formula)

· New York State Law requires that cuts can NOT include reductions in salaries or benefits

· In a contingent budget, taxes will still increase an estimated 2% and everything is at risk!

Some items noted at Wednesday night’s Board of Education Meeting:

· Waiting on information from 800 exit polls taken at the 5/18 budget vote to understand the demographics and interest of the voters.

· It will cost $17,000 to put up a revote.
