Whether the Board of Ed decides to put up another budget for a vote (in which a vote must be held on June 15th), or the Board of Ed decides to go to a Contingency Budget (in which the BoE must adopt by July 1st); if the school budget does not pass, MORE cuts to school programs will need to be made.  If the school district goes to a Contingency Budget, these cuts will be drastic as anything & everything outside of the basic classroom instruction will be at risk.  Once these deep cuts in programs are made, it could take years to reinstate them.
DO YOU KNOW WHO HAS CONTROL IF THE DISTRICT GOES TO A CONTINGENT BUDGET?
Because Contingent Budgets must be designed according to very strict and narrow standards set by the State Education Department, our school district will lose control over many of our budget/program decisions.
