Don Betterton also served as the director of financial aid at Princeton University for 30 years. During that time, he was the architect of Princeton’s innovative no loan program and gained recognition as a national leader in his profession. His range of knowledge is extensive, including all aspects of both need-based and merit aid.
Don was actively involved in Princeton soccer for many years. He was head coach of the men’s freshman and junior varsity teams, started the women’s program, and for 20 years was an assistant coach of the men’s varsity squad.
Betterton is a magna cum laude graduate of Dartmouth where he was a regional All-American in soccer. He received a M.A. from Rutgers in 1974. Before arriving at Princeton, he served on active duty as a Naval Aviator, eventually retiring with the rank of Captain.
